About the Arden

Founded in 1988, Arden Theatre Company is a professional regional theatre offering the highest quality
theatrical productions and educational programs to the artists, audiences, and students of Greater
Philadelphia. Each year, we produce the Mainstage season and Arden Children's Theatre, the city's first
resident children's theatre. From our productions that reach over 100,000 audience members each year to
our educational outreach programs that inspire and empower 6,000 students in schools across our region,
the Arden stands out as a haven for shared stories and a vital incubator to create new work.

In our last seasons, 2022/23, the Arden produced seven Mainstage and two Arden Children’s Theatre
productions, resulting in 348 performances that were seen by more than 70,000 people, continuing to be an
essential force behind the vitality of the Old City neighborhood and in Philadelphia’s cultural landscape.

Oversee and assist in all rigging projects, across all production departments

Oversee seating reconfigurations in the Arden’s three flexible performance spaces: the 365- seat F.
Otto Haas Stage; the 175-seat Arcadia Stage; and the 100-seat Bob and Selma Horan Studio Theatre
Manage staff — including Assistant Technical Director, Over-hire staff, and Arden Professional
Apprentices, investing in their talent and encouraging their growth while setting clear and
obtainable goals

Manage scenic material and labor budgets in conjunction with Director of Production
